· LSC Policy Recommendation 

· Submitted by Douglas Lakes, Event Services Department

· Would like amendment added to the LSC Amplification Policy

· Discussion and Debate

· A few events caused problems on the plaza and inside the Lory Student Center

· Jeff would like Douglas to come in and present the amendment to better make a decision and to explain the wording 
· Sound on the Plaza does need to be addressed due to business conducted in offices close to the plaza area. 

· Is it possible to receive specific incidents causing this amendment? 

· Common concert caused many complaints due to the noise level

· This language will not help our customers understand if they do not have a technical background. 

· The tone could be more helpful to our customers by being more positive then negative. 

· Will this affect having a concert here at the Lory Student Center due to us supporting ASAP with more money?

· Policy needs a clarification of language and terms. Training must be passed on to the Event Planning Services staff so they are able to explain the terms to a customer. 

· Speaker location should be included in policy, due to certain locations lowering the sound toward academic buildings. 

· Recommendation to bring in a sound engineer to determine best areas for the amplified speakers to not disturb offices and academic buildings. 

· Recommendation of a staff member helping the organizations while setting up to determine an appropriate noise level with the Decibel meter. 

· System is in place so that only one organization has rights to amplified sound during a certain time or a whole day on the Plaza. 

· Computer Science building is closer to the Plaza area so we must consider noise levels in the future. 

· Lory Student Center does not govern over the West Lawn and Trees area. 

· Recommend having board members sit down in a meeting with Doug and Lance, and other important faculty members, so that the policy can be rewritten and presented to the board on April 24 by Douglas Lakes. Members will provide updates on the meeting to other board members. 
· Phones 4 Loans Policy Exception Request

· MGT 496 class is requesting to place used cell phone collection boxes for Phones 4 Loans. 

· 100 percent of the money raised from the phones will be put into a KIVA account, which is an online microfinance for entrepreneurs in developing countries.
